Applications for 2022-2023 Perkins Rural Reserve Grants Now Open

Applications for the Montana Perkins Secondary Rural Reserve Grant can be submitted for the 2022-
2023 grant cycle. The purpose of this year’s Montana Perkins Secondary Rural Reserve grant is to
create career awareness, recruit, and retain students within a CTE Secondary Program of Study that
leads to a high skill, high wage, or in-demand occupations.

There are currently 176 schools offering over 260 Career and Technical Education courses to students
in grades 5-8 in our Montana schools. The most offered course is in career exploration. Since Montana
does not receive enough funding to allow us to provide Perkins funding for middle school programs this
year’s Rural Reserve Grant will be to encourage pathway work for the middle grades.

Schools could use the funds to help:

--establish innovative delivery methods for career exploration

--expose students to employability skills earlier

--establish foundational elements for work-based learning

--improve transitions from middle grades into secondary Career and Technical Education pathways.

Grants of up to $5,000 each will be available to secondary Perkins eligible school districts to support
CTE work in the middle grades (5-8). Schools will have had to complete the Perkins Comprehensive
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Local Needs Assessment (CLNA), and their E-Grant application must be approved for the 2022-2023
Grant cycle before applying.

Schools that were awarded in previous years are eligible to apply, however, preference will be given to
new applicants. The 2022-2023 application can be downloaded from the CTE page of the OPI website
under the Funding menu.

Fun Facts & Trivia
Cinderella is the famous rags-to-riches tale of a beautiful girl reduced to being a servant by her jealous
Stepmother and Stepsisters, Anastasia and Drizella.

With the help of a bit of magic by her Fairy Godmother, Cinderella is given a beautiful dress and use of
a maghnificent coach, and is able to attend a royal ball and inadvertently fall in love with the prince.

Fleeing the ball at midnight, the hour when the magic spell is due to end, she leaves behind a glass
slipper that the prince and Grand Duke use to search her out.

With the help of her little mice and bird friends, she is discovered and assured a happy future.
Cinderella was released on February 15, 1950.

The song “Bibbidi-Bobbidi-Boo” was nominated for the Academy Award for Best Song.

The film also received a nomination for Best Scoring of Musical Picture.

During its original release, the public made the film one of the highest grossing films of the year.

Because of wartime economic problems, the Disney Studio had had to be satisfied with its “package
films” such as Make Mine Music and Melody Time for several years, but by the end of the 1940s, Walt
Disney was able to put together the financing for another full feature telling a single story.

It was a gamble for Disney, and if it had been unsuccessful, it probably would have sounded the death
knell for animation at the Studio; but its resounding success ensured that animation would continue.
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Cinderella Castle is Cinderella's home fairy tale castle and the icon at the center of two Disney theme
parks: the Magic Kingdom at Walt Disney World, and Tokyo Disneyland at the Tokyo Disney Resort.

Along with Sleeping Beauty Castle, the Castle is a main symbol of The Walt Disney Company.

Magic Kingdom’s Cinderella Castle was completed in July 1971, after about 18 months of construction.
The castle is 183 feet tall, as measured from water-level.

By adding the depth of the moat, six feet at the bridge, it totals 189 feet.

Cinderella Castle is more than 100 feet taller than Sleeping Beauty Castle at Disneyland in Anaheim,
California.

There are a total of 27 towers on the castle, each numbered 1-29; tower numbers 13 and 17 were
cancelled before construction when it was discovered that they could not really be seen from anywhere
in the park, due mainly to the other Fantasyland buildings.

The tower with the clock in front is number 10, the tallest is number 20, and number 23 is the other
golden-roofed tower.
